• Barley – is and will be under some pressure over

the next 5-6 months. Europe’s big spring crops
are looking good, even traditional export homes
like Spain and Ireland have huge potential.

• Wheat – Feed wheat over the last month has
dropped £6-7.00/t but the premiums for milling
have remained stable.

• Maize – this could have a real impact on the UK,
for both wheat and barley. Maize is at its lowest
level for 10 years, and will replace wheat in feed
rations. With very little demand for corn in bio-
ethanol prices will continue at these very low
levels.

• The weak Rouble means Russia is very
competitive in the export markets.

• The brewing industry is under a real threat, with
closures around the world. Most malting barley
today is likely to go as feed barley.
